Small Agribusiness Management-Sabbatical during 2006
In this course the principles of management will be studied and applied to businesses and cooperatives in the agricultural sector.  The class will focus on mostly smaller businesses rather than large agribusiness corporations, and specifically, on the agricultural sector, including the green industry and small acreages. The class will cover primarily marketing, production and finance, but will also overview human resource, legal, and general management issues.  It is also important to understand the current state of the agricultural sector, so current trends, issues and events will be incorporated into the class as is appropriate.

Agribusiness and Cooperative Management –Sabbatical during 2006
General Overview: This course is designed to integrate skills and competencies from the agricultural economics curriculum into a cohesive decision-making system that includes marketing, financial, operations/production and human resource management. Students completing the course will have a deeper knowledge of these core skills and a sound understanding of how these skills interact and influence one another. Emphasis is placed on tactical (day-to-day) decision-making using technical skills learned in the agribusiness program and strategic planning using problem-solving skills that integrate a broader set of skills.

Agricultural Financial Management-Analysis and Methods-Sabbatical for 2007
General Overview: This course is designed to assist students in developing an understanding of how financial management and strategy affect the overall performance of the firm.  We will cover how to use financial statements for managerial and valuation issues, investment analysis methods and issues as well as current issues affecting agricultural finance institutions and research.   Journal, business publication and media readings (including Web-based materials) are assigned to illustrate current trends and forces shaping the agricultural, national and global finance sectors.
